Program and Abstracts of the WSM meeting were published in The Echo, 2: 1-84, 9 March 1970. No
mention is made of the AMUPD. Chairman Campbell apparently did not attend the meeting and
was not listed among WSM members. Note the similarity of the first group photo of WSM in 1969
(below) with those of the AMUPD in 1967 and 1968.
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
